DMBC CABINET MEMBER FOR DEVELOPMENT : BILL MORDUE


The meeting had originally been called to receive a presentation from DMBC / Mouchel 
Parkman to explain the results of the latest study on options for the M18 Link Road, that did not 
include a Southern Route Option.

However, DMBC Cabinet Member Bill Mordue announced that these arrangements had been 
superseded by events earlier in the day. He read out a letter from Mayor Winter written that day 
which included the following pronouncements :
· Mayor Winter had decided to defer any decision on routes until the Autumn

· Mayor Winter had expressed a desire to open up the regeneration of Rossington

· Mayor Winter  had asked for further public consultation with Rossington stakeholders
· Mayor Winter had asked for a further technical assessment of the Southern and Northern routes


Head of Planning Andy Gutherson ventured that this was a positive opportunity for the 
Rossington community to formulate its own questions and submit them to DMBC.


DMBC Cabinet Member Bill Mordue and Head of Planning Andy Gutherson responded to some 
questions / points from Cllr E Jones, Cllr M Robinson, Cllr W Pagin and M Clark, before 
leaving the meeting. They were thanked for their attendance and particularly thanked for the 
extension to the consultation process to specifically take account of the views of Rossington 
stakeholders.
