M18 LINK ROAD



At the special parish council meeting held 21/7/04 DMBC Cabinet Member Bill Mordue 
announced that following intervention by Mayor Winter, DMBC would now actively consult in 
Rossington upon the southern route and take responses into account in any final decision. 


It was therefore resolved to form a sub-committee and have a 
first meeting on 28/7/04 with the 
objective of putting together a case to show the merits of a southern route over the northern 
route that had up to now been the likely choice.


The Sub-Committee adopted a structure approach to the discussion to identify :

· The Merits of a Southern Route

· Desired features of a Southern Route

The Merits of a Southern Route over a Northern Route


Regeneration

· It opens up a new employment area to the South East of the southern link road that should be zoned for Commercial / Industrial use. The northern route contains no regeneration proposals.

· It would open up a local rail link to Doncaster – i.e. from West of Wadworth Bridge

· If Rossington doesn’t have a southern route and the pit shuts, it would be catastrophic

· Strategically the southern route would help both Finningley and Doncaster



Environmental / Traffic Management

· The southern route would be more environmentally friendly than the northern route – the northern route would impact the ancient Roman site and Park Wood West and East.

· Visual impact of a new road bridge across the East coast main line would be minimised as the Stripe Road crossing point is 22 metres above sea level, whilst the railway is in a cutting.

· Regeneration close to Rossington would reduce home to work travelling time.

· the southern route would stop traffic coming through Rossington by giving access to :

· Exel Logistics HGV’s 

· Traffic from Tickhill and North Notts (Blyth, Harworth)

· Virtually everyone in Rossington will be taken out of the ‘Cantley Crawl’

· A southern route would give an opportunity for a circular bus route


Planning

· no CPO’s are needed for the southern route

Desired features of a Southern Route

· a shorter, combined route into Bankwood Industrial Estate and the pit is required


and a direct route into Grange Lane is required (i.e. we strongly disagree with any plan 
to link the colliery and industrial site via a link skirting the Cemetery and to the rear of 
Holmes Carr Wood

· a tighter line than the submission by the Rossington Community Partnership to the UDP. We want a line tight into Wadworth Bridge (from Junction 3)

· keeping UK Coal Farm and the Burial Ground north of the road

· The possibility of reshaping Rossington All Saints School playing fields 

· A new round-a-bout on Stripe Road

· Overall, a DUAL Carriageway running from Junction 3 to Finningly Airport

It was also felt that there should be better communication between Peel Airports and other 
interested parties about Peel’s preferred access to the Airport.


RESOLVED to unanimously conclude that the southern route will best help regenerate 
Rossington, relieve traffic congestion on Bawtry Road and provide a realistic alternative route 
into Doncaster. 
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
