It was strongly felt that the quotations from Ian Spowart and Malcolm Clark in the news article were disingenuous and gave a misleading impression of the parish council’s position. For example, if anyone was guilty of ‘dragging their feet’ it was the Welfare since they had not provided essential financial information despite being given over a month to come up with it. Notwithstanding that, remarkably, there were several versions of the accounts that had been provided for 2003. The clerk suggested that if any ‘debt’ was owing to the community it was a clear explanation of Welfares finances. He confirmed as a matter of record that the parish council had given around £50,000 to the Welfare for its Irrigation System.
