PUBLIC FORUM

The chairman opened the meeting to the members of the public in connection with the single item on the agenda.  Eddy Robinson denied the offences levelled at him and several allotment holders spoke in his support asking that he be allowed to continue his allotment tenancy, suggesting that there was little or no evidence of any transgression. More than one allotment holder implied that it was none of the parish council’s business what the allotment holders got up to, day or night.

In response the Chairman, Cllr Eddy Jones, cited the evidence that had been provided at the previous parish council meetings. He also referred to site visits. The photographs taken were passed round again and the clerk explained again that he had personally witnessed, along with an independent witness, black non-organic smoke from a bonfire being stoked by Eddy Robinson. Added to this were the indisputable facts that the allotment had been extended without permission onto the drain embankment and there was no evidence of cultivation.
Several other councillors who had attended the site visit also took issue with Mr Robinson’s version of events. At this point the public forum was closed in order for the parish council to consider the evidence and make its decision.
