TENANCY AGREEMENT FOR ALLOTMENT GARDENS

THIS AGREEMENT made the                                 day of                                    , between the Parish Council of Rossington, Doncaster, South Yorkshire (hereinafter called the Council) and

(hereinafter called the tenant) by which it is agreed that:

1.
The Council shall let to the tenant for him/her to hold as tenant from year to year the Allotment Garden of the approximate area of                                           being part of the Allotments provided by the Council at   BANKWOOD               and numbered     Bxx             in the Council’s Allotments Register.

2.
The tenant shall pay a yearly rent of £35    on the    FIRST     day of     APRIL                     in each year until varied by the Council and the first such payment shall be due on the commencement of the tenancy.

3.
The tenancy may be terminated by either party to this Agreement serving on the other not less than twelve months notice to quit expiring on or before the sixth day of April or on or after the twenty ninth day of September in any year and shall in any case be terminated on the first rent-day after the death of the tenant. The widow or widower of the tenant may however be permitted on application to continue the tenancy on the basis of a new tenancy agreement in her or his own name.

4.
The tenancy may be terminated by the Council by re-entry after one month’s notice if the rent is in arrears for not less than forty days or if the tenant becomes bankrupt or compounds with his or her creditors.

5.
The tenancy may be terminated by the Council by re-entry after three month’s notice on account of the Allotment Garden being required:


a.
for any purpose (not being the use of the same for agriculture) for which it was 
acquired by the Council or has been appropriated under any statutory provision, or:


b.
for building mining or any other industrial purpose or for  roads drains or sewers 
necessary in connection with these purposes.

6.
The tenant shall reside within the Parish of Rossington during the continuance of the tenancy.

7.
The tenant shall during the tenancy carry out the following obligations:


a.
The Allotment Garden shall be kept in a clean, decent and good condition and properly cultivated.


b.
No nuisance or annoyance shall be caused by the tenant to the tenant of any other part of the Allotments provided by the council.


c.
No animals (eg. Poultry, pigs, dogs etc) shall be kept upon the Allotment Garden. 


d.
No dog shall be brought into or kept in the area of the Allotments by the tenant or anyone acting with his or her authority unless such dog is kept on a leash at all times.


e.
The tenant shall not erect any building or other permanent structure on the Allotment Garden nor fence the Garden without first obtaining the written consent of the Council. Before giving any such consent, the Council shall be empowered to impose such conditions as it may deem necessary to ensure satisfactory siting, size, standard of materials, workmanship, construction and visual appearance of the building or other structure. One shed is allowed – 8ft by 6ft. One Greenhouse is allowed – 8ft by 6ft. No vehicles (including caravans) are allowed on allotment plots. It is stressed that barbed wire is not to be used for any fence adjoining any path set out for the use of the tenants of the Allotments site.


f.
The tenant shall not assign the tenancy nor sublet or part with the possession of any part of the Allotment Garden. In the event of the tenant vacating his/her tenancy of the Allotment Garden the Council reserves the right to vary the area of the Allotment Garden and to offer the Allotment Garden to the next person on the waiting list or any other person, but will if requested supply to the outgoing tenant the name and address of the person to whom the tenancy has been offered, and the Council shall not be liable to pay to the outgoing tenant compensation for any buildings or other structures whether erected with consent or not.


g.
The tenant shall maintain in decent order all fences and ditches bordering the Allotment Garden and shall keep trim and in decent order all hedges forming any boundary of the Allotment Garden. Any question or dispute between the tenant and any other tenant or tenants as to the maintenance of boundaries fences or hedges shall be referred to the Council whose decision shall be final and binding upon all parties.


h.
The tenant shall not without first obtaining the written consent of the Council cut, lop or fell any tree growing on the Allotment Garden, nor shall the tenant take, sell or carry away any mineral gravel soil or clay.


i.
The tenant shall not without first obtaining the written consent of the Council plant any trees fruit bushes or any crops which require more than twelve months to mature


j.
The tenant shall permit the inspection at all reasonable times by any member or officer of the Council.


k.
The tenant shall not obstruct or permit the obstruction of any of the paths on the Allotments set out for the use of the tenants of the Allotment Gardens.


l.
The tenant shall not at any time during the continuance of this Agreement be or become the tenant of more than one Allotment Garden without the prior written consent of the Council.


m.
The tenant shall not use the Allotment Garden for any purpose connected with any trade or business (e.g. pigs, dogs, poultry). 

n.
The tenant shall not use or cause or permit to be used any firearm or other lethal or explosive device or any chemicals gas or other materials on the Allotment Garden or in any part of the Allotments site. THE USE OF ASBESTOS IS NOT ALLOWED UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES.

o.
The tenant shall not cause or permit or suffer the deposit or accumulation of any offensive or unsightly materials scrap or litter on the Allotment Garden and if such deposit or accumulation arises with or without his or her knowledge the tenant shall be responsible for its removal.

8.
The Council shall pay all rates taxes dues or other assessments which may at any time be levied upon the Allotment Garden but shall have the right to charge to the tenant an appropriate proportion of the charges for water or electricity.

9.
If the tenant shall have been in breach of any of the foregoing provisions of this Agreement for a period of one month or longer the Council may re-enter upon the Allotment Garden and the tenancy shall thereupon come to an end but without prejudice of the right of the Council to claim damages for any such breach or to recover any rent already due before the time of such re-entry but remaining unpaid.

10.
On the. termination of this tenancy by the Council the tenant shall be entitled to receive such compensation as is provided for by the Allotments Acts 1908 to 1950 but if the tenant shall have been paid or promised any compensation by the incoming tenant of the Allotment Garden the outgoing tenant shall before claiming any compensation from the Council give to it notice in writing of the matters in respect of which any such compensation has been paid or promised.

11.
All rents due under this Agreement shall be paid at the address and by the date stipulated in the renewal demand.

12.
Any notice required by this Agreement to be given to the Council shall be delivered or sent by post to the Clerk to the Council and any notice to be given to the tenant shall be treated as sufficiently served if left at or delivered by recorded delivery post to his or her usual or last known address.
